Responsible users may use the Computer Resources to:

Responsible users shall:

e Provide no personal information about yourself or others. This includes home telephone numbers, home e-mail
addresses, home addresses, pictures with name identifications, or information regarding specific student location

e Protect their password by not sharing it with others. The user shall use passwords only belonging to them

e Respect the network as a shared resource. The user shall not deliberately attempt to interfere with the work of
others

o Observe all laws including copyrights and licensing agreements
